Northwestern Minnesota Synod, ELCA

For Annual Meetings of the Congregations

In late March, the following representatives of our companion synod, the Andhra Evangelical
Lutheran Church (AELC) of southern India, traveled to Chicago for an ELCA consultation
involving four ELCA synods with companions in India: Mrs. Asha Kiran Kollabalutha,
Chairperson of the Ministry Among Women and wife of the AELC’s Bishop Fredrick Paradesi
Babu; Dr. Deva Raju Patta, representing the Executive Council AELC; Pr. Junipe Nelson
Francis Wesley, representing the youth of the AELC; and Prof. P. Anitha Pranuthi, representing
the women of the AELC. These four AELC guests then spent a week visiting with
congregations, members and church leaders in the southern half of our synod.

Over 450 voting members and visitors traveled to Concordia College
MIS SI in mid-May for Synod Assembly. They heard keynoter Pr. Nancy

Nyland address the assembly theme, “Mission: Imaginable™. Bishop

\ 3 ELCA churchwide representative, and singer-storyteller Chuck Suchy
regaled assembly-goers with memorable music and musings from the
prairie. Voting members approved a “Rethinking Conferences” plan for the synod that starting
on February 1, 2016, will restructure the synod into 24 clusters of geographically-close
congregations and ministry agencies, eight new conferences, and non-geographical networks
defined by common interests and affinities. A special appeal for the synod’s “Partners in
Ministry” was approved, as well as a resolution supported upgrading the electric grid at Phebe
Hospital in Liberia with solar power cells.

During the Synod Assembly, we also marked the formal conclusion
of the ELCA Malaria Campaign. The 2012 Synod Assembly set a
goal of raising at least $225,000 in the synod for the Campaign. At
our 2015 Synod Assembly we celebrated the fact that our synod
exceeded this goal by over $100,000, thanks to the generosity of
over two-thirds of our congregations that participated. In mid-
September it was announced that the ELCA churchwide had reached
its $15 million goal for the Malaria Campaign.

All six ELCA synods in Minnesota marked the 150th Anniversary of Lutheran Social Service
of Minnesota at a celebration held in late September in Minneapolis.

The synod’s Fostering Vibrant Faith project moved forward with three more Vibrant Faith
training events held in Bemidji (January), Lake Park (April) and Wadena (September). Now in
the second year of this major synod effort, some 400 individuals from over 45 congregations
have received training in ways that congregations can enhance their ability to equip parents,
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homes, families and other circles of care to nurture faith in the next generation of disciples.

Fourteen congregations at present are investing in post-training coaching with Vibrant Faith staff
persons.

In June, Pr. Steve Peterson, who had served as assistant to the bishop since
March 1, 2008, accepted a call to serve as co-executive director of Pathways
Bible Camps. His successor, Pr. Paul Erdal (pictured with his wife Stacy and
daughters Claire and Lily), was installed in September at the synod’s Theology
for Ministry Conference. The synod’s Communications Coordinator
Courtney Williams also resigned in June and was succeeded by Pr. Hope Deutscher as part-time,
interim communications coordinator (she also continues to serve Living Grace Lutheran Church
of Hawley.)

For the second year in a row the synod trained Mission Interpreters to meet with
congregational councils in the autumn — telling how God’s work 1s being done in our synod and
thanking churches for their prayers, involvement and offerings for synod/ELCA mission support.

Twenty-one congregations of the synod welcomed new pastors.
Six of these pastors were ordained to serve their first calls in
the NW MN Synod: Pr. Lori Pankratz, Hendrum and Halstad;
Pr. Christopher Leach, Barnesville; Pr. Peter Waren, Bemidji,
Pr. Kayla Billings, Glyndon; Pr. Rufus Kudee, Williams and
Roosevelt (pictured, center of front row); and Pr. Sarah Evenson, .
Brandon. Jessica Thielke was commissioned as an Associate in Ministry, serving in Moorhead
In addition, 14 lay people with theological training are serving as Synodically Authorized
Ministers in congregations and ministries of the synod. Currently there are also 16 people from
our synod preparing for rostered ministries in the ELCA.

Our synod sent some 800 youth and adult leaders to the
ELCA Youth Gathering in Detroit, MI. A highlight was
Service Day in neighborhoods devastated by the economic
downturn in this major urban area. Pictured here are youth
and adults from Our Savior’s, Barnesville, preparing for
Service Day.

Some of the wonderful speakers, preachers and teachers who spoke at synod events
throughout the year included: Dr. Frederick Gaiser of Luther Seminary, Dr. Karoline Lewis of
Luther Seminary and Pr. Paul Baglyos, coordinator for the ELCA’s Region 3, who taught our
School for Lay Ministry Courses; Dr. Rolf Jacobson of Luther Seminary led Bible study at our
late winter EEEvents;, Pr. Nancy Nyland keynoted the Discovering Hope event in June; Doug
Haugen of Lutheran Men in Mission addressed the MenFest gathering in August; Dr. Anna
Madsen presented at the fall Theology for Ministry Conference; Dr. Mark Allan Powell of
Trinity Lutheran Seminary spoke on Stewardship: Duty and Delight, and former First Lady of
North Dakota Nancy Jones Schafer addressed the Synod Women’s Organization convention.
