Calvary Cemetery Rules and Regulations

1708 Roosevelt Ave SE, Bemidji MN, 56601

The lot owner acquires only the right of burial.

Only the owner or relative of the owner may be buried on the lot.

Lots may not be resold to another party. Lots may be sold back to Calvary Lutheran Church at a
price equal to the original purchase price.

Vaults will be of concrete or concrete in combination with plastic and/or metal.

No trees, shrubbery or permanent plants may be planted on cemetery grounds.

Flowers are permitted for a period of one week before Memorial Day to one week after Memorial
Day.

Fresh flowers are encouraged. Use of artificial flowers are discouraged to help keep the cemetery
looking fresh. Solar lights are not allowed. Personal mementos are discouraged unless they can
be placed directly on the headstone.

Potted plants and cut flowers must be kept fresh and located on or very near the headstone. Dead
plants, wilted flowers and faded artificial flowers will be removed.

The cost of a grave site allows for one burial (standard or cremation). An additional cremation
burial on the grave site will be charged 1/2 the current cost of a grave site.

Monuments and markers must be supplied by an approved monument company. They must be
approved and located by the cemetery caretaker.

Only one marker will be permitted per grave site. Veterans will be permitted a foot stone in
addition to a head stone. When a cremation burial is added to an existing grave site a 12”x 18”
foot stone is allowed. Only one upright monument per plot is allowed. Most plots are 5'x10’, (very
few are 4'x8'’.)

All monuments shall have a concrete base with a minimum thickness of 3 1/2 inches.

Flush markers shall be level with the ground surface.

Upright monuments shall have a concrete border extending a minimum of 8 inches on all sides of
the monument. This border shall be flush with the ground surface.

The owner of the burial permit shall assume all responsibility for repair and maintenance of the
marker or monument. This includes damage caused by vandalism.
